FORMOSAN TERMITES

Incidents of Formosan termite infestations continue to increase in the
southern United States. Formosan termites are larger, establish larger
colonies, and are more voracious feeders than native Subterranean
termites. The Formosan termite was inadvertently introduced to the
continental United States by the military in packing crates shipped
from the Pacific after World War 1. Formosan termites can now be
found throughout the Southeastern United States and as far north as
North Carolinaand they continue to spread northward. They are
expected to immigrate as far north as Washington State on the west
coast and Massachusetts to the east and they eventually will become
apest of agriculture.

This termite species can be very difficult to manage because they can
survive without a connection to the ground. These colonies can build
carton nests above the ground, between walls, in the attic or inside
trees. They can reside inside of a building or atree with no external
sign of their presence until severe damage occurs. They can fly into
an attic, shed their wings and begin anew colony. For this reason, soil
treatment aloneis no longer considered effective against the Formosan.
In some locations in the southern U.S., homeowners are unable to
obtain warranty coverage for Formosan termite attack.

Advance Guard™ Insect Protected Wood is treated with Tim-bor® which is the same product used by pest control operators
to treat homes for a broad spectrum of pests including termites, carpenter ants and cockroaches.

Wood treated with Tim-bor® is non-corrosive and non-harmful to people, pets and the environment. Tim®-bor treated
wood retains its natural appearance and strength. Treating wood with Tim-bor® has little or no effect on most ferrous
metals, plastics, rubber, putties, bituminous solutions, other sealants or on primer paints. Advance Guard™ Insect Protected
Wood can be drilled, sawn and fastened the same as untreated wood; thus, buildings can be framed with Advance Guard™
using standard construction methods and materials.

TREATING SPECIFICATIONS

All Advance Guard™ Insect Protected Wood is treated with Tim-bore Industrial wood
preservative. The active ingredient is Disodium octaborate tetrahydrate (DOT). This
preservative meets the American Wood-Preservers: Association Standard P-5. Tim-
bore preservative is applied to the wood using a state-of -the-art vacuum-pressure treating
process. Advance Guard™ Insect Protected Wood is treated to a .40 pcf of Tim-bore
(DOT basis) for control of Formosan termites and decay fungi and .25 pcf (DOT basis)
for control of Subterranean termites and decay fungi.
